Through the voices of survivors Ed Harrell, Paul
Murphy, Lyle Pasket, and Erwin Hensch, along with
insights from historian Sara Vladic, the film reveals
extraordinary courage and the devastating cost of
liberty.

Deep-sea mining targets mineral-rich polymetallic
nodules on the ocean floor, vital for electronics and
batteries, but potentially devastating to fragile marine
ecosystems. A University of Hawaii study found that
proposed mining zones overlap with habitats of 30
shark, ray, and chimaera species—many already at risk
of extinction. Mining in the Clarion-Clipperton Zone
could worsen their plight by disturbing seafloor habitats

and creating harmful sediment plumes. Researchers
urge stronger conservation efforts, including monitoring
programs, environmental impact assessments, and
protected marine areas to safeguard these threatened
species.
