Former Elk Point Youth Winner of D. F. C., Air Medal with 3 Clusters
S. Sgt. W. F. Vermillion Honored; 3 Brothers in Service
Elk Point, S. D.- Special: S. Sgt. William F. Vermillion, son of Mr. and Mrs. William T. Vermillion, formerly of Elk Point, and now of Lima, O., was awarded the distinguished flying cross and an air medal with three oak leaf clusters. Because he is a German prisoner his parents received the citations for him.
The distinguished flying cross was given for "extraordinary achievement while serving as a radio operator-gunner on a B-26 on 25 bombardment missions over enemy occupied continental Europe," and the air medal for "meritorious achievement while participating in 20 separate bombardment missions as radio operator-gunner on a B-26 over enemy occupied territory where the possibility of encountering enemy ships of fighter type of antiaircraft fire involved great personal danger to all members of the crew. "Sgt. William has been overseas for nearly two years and has been a German prisoner since February 1944.
He has three brothers in service. Cpl. Marian is in the signal service and has been overseas for a year. He is now in France. Cpl. Jay has been over for 13 months and is stationed in India. He is in the air corps. Pvt. Glen is in the infantry and is also stationed in France.
