Essential Question
What is it like to work as an Outreach Coordinator?
Vocabulary
· Outreach: Efforts to connect with and provide services or information to the community.
· Coordinator: A person who organizes and brings together different people or tasks to achieve a goal.
· Municipal: Related to a city or local government.
· Community Engagement: Working with members of a community to listen to their needs and involve them in decisions.
· Public Service: Work done for the benefit of the public, often through government or nonprofit jobs.
· Advocacy: Supporting or speaking up for a cause or group of people.
· Collaboration: Working together with others to achieve a common goal.
· Event Planning: Organizing and preparing for public events or activities.
· Promotion: Sharing information to raise awareness or interest in a program or service.

Before Viewing
Have students jot down answers to the following questions:
· What does it mean to be an Outreach Coordinator?
· What are the job duties of an Outreach Coordinator?
· What is the typical work environment of an Outreach Coordinator?
· What tools are used by an Outreach Coordinator to do his/her daily tasks?
· What is the education required to be an Outreach Coordinator?
· What are the skills necessary for being an Outreach Coordinator?
