Supplemental Recruitment Initiatives.
(a) Internship Program: KTEP has an on-going internship program which is supervised by the KTEP General Manager.  KTEP employs 5 part-time students from the University of Texas at El Paso.  The KTEP internship program (paid) provides real-world training in radio broadcasting. Thus, providing these individuals with the skills necessary to become gainfully employed in the broadcast industry. This training consists of on-air broadcast operations, equipment operation, and digital production training. KTEP also recruits volunteers (non-paid) from both the university and the community. They assist the station in various aspects of the station’s operations such as hosting on-air programs, producing programs and fundraising (pledge drives). 
(b)
Provided training to management level personnel as to methods of ensuring equal employment opportunity and preventing discrimination:  All KTEP employees are required by the University of Texas at El Paso to participate in Compliance Training once a year. This training is conducted by the Human Resources Department at the University of Texas at El Paso and is designed to teach employees how to acknowledge bias, create a culture of inclusivity and how to promote equity regardless of race, ethnicity or gender. Moreover, all KTEP employees are required to participate in compliance training conducted by CPB (Corporation for Public Broadcasting) dealing with harassment and bias prevention.
Participated in mentoring program with local school districts to educate middle and high school students on careers in radio and broadcasting in general:  During this reporting period, UT El Paso held (5) five orientations designed to provide high school students with information about the educational and career opportunities at the university.  KTEP participated in these events.  KTEP provided participants with general information about the radio station along with volunteer, internship, and work-study information.

On Friday, January 31, 2025, in coordination with the UTEP Innovation in Outreach program, KTEP hosted a studio tour for middle-school students from the San Elizario Independent School District- Career & Technical Education Program.  A total of 26 students, one teacher and 2 chaperones participated.  The students also took part in the recording of mock interviews.
KTEP also had an information booth set up at the Jazz Exchange Festival which took place on June, 29, 2024 with 296 participants receiving information.
