This month on Earth Wise: Artificial intelligence is
changing weather forecasting. It often outperforms
traditional models by spotting patterns in historical
data. But a major February blizzard in the Northeast
exposed its limits. The Al models showed uncertainty
while conventional models predicted heavy snowfall
days ahead. The storm's 20 inches in New York City
highlighted the challenge of forecasting rare “gray
swan" events, suggesting that Al may need deeper
integration with atmospheric physics as extreme
weather grows more common. Meanwhile, in
Madagascar, more than half of the island'’s forests
have been lost, and restoration is complicated by the
invasive strawberry guava plant. While the invasive
species crowds out native plants, many endangered
lemurs rely on its fruit for food, creating a tough trade-
off between restoring forests and supporting wildlife.
