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Speaker 1:
If the winter count keeper's inexperienced or just beginning, then he's going to need help. So he usually invites elders to his tipi, and then he would feed them, and then they would help him select dates. If you're an experienced winter count keeper, then you know how to do it. You go out, and because a band always moves, migrates, he would pick up news here, bits of news here and there.
Oftentimes, he would pick more common things, he'd say, like the Leonid showers or Halley's Comet, and then he would record them as he goes. But he'll have to, if he goes a long distance to see them or if it's nearby, then it depends on when he enters them. But usually one event per calendar year beginning in the start of the winter count in December or when the snow first flies, which is in October.
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
